Instructions:

Enable Macros when asked at the start.

The program will open on the start sheet where you can enter up to 5 players to take part in the FedEx Cup race. Click on DONE to go to the home sheet.

Here, the upcoming event is displayed. The names of the human players are shown in the top-right corner. Click on the panel to the left of each name to enter the event. Click again if you want to withdraw.

The average score for the field is shown middle right. Click on arrows up and down to set it to the desired level. (This will apply to the first round).

There is a display showing if this event clashes with the previous one, as when a regular tournament is held on the same week as a WGC event. This means that human players should avoid entering both events when this occurs (although there is no rule against it).

There is a display that covers Tiger Woods hiatus from the PGA Tour due to his extra-curricular activities. It is set-up to have him absent/inactive. Click on the Stay-At-Home Husband box to activate his comeback, whenever it occurs. Click on it at any time to change it back.

Top-left is a button that brings you to the FedEx Points Ranking.

When you are ready to advance to the first event click the Set-up Field for Next Event button.

(The top 30-or-so computer players will play real-life 2009 schedules, while the rest will be entered randomly to make up each field)

(There is no barrier to you entering any event throughout the schedule when it comes up, even if you are not qualified per se. At the end of the schedule of 46 events click the Set-up Field button again to reset the program back to event no.1)

The Set-up Field button will take you to the Leaderboard sheet. Here, the hole-by-hole scores are shown. The buttons 30 Holes, 1 Hole, Back 9 and All Holes advances the play until all rounds have been completed or until a human player’s turn to play a hole arrives. When the round is completed, click on Round Transfer to move to the next stage.

To enter a human player’s hole score, you will be taken to another sheet where you can manually enter the score in the appropriate cell. Click on Back to Leaderboard to return to the Leaderboard sheet where you advance the program as before.

The Leaderboard sheet displays 40 players per page. Cycle through the pages by clicking Prev or Next at the bottom of the leader-board.

If you click on a players name in the leader-board you will be taken to a sheet that shows that player’s results for the season up to that point.

If you click on a player’s total score to par (far right score) you will see that player’s scorecard for the round displayed top right.

Clicking the Round Transfer icon when the round is finished will transfer the 18hole scores to the results sheet. Here, you have the option of finishing the event after one round or playing another round. You can make a cut at any stage, and can repeat making a cut after any round. The scoring average for the next round can be set here with the same method as before the first round. Click on the Next Rnd button to go to the Leaderboard for the next round.

The event will cycle between this sheet and the Leaderboard sheet until you reach the number of rounds you want (max 4).

If the event finishes in a tied result, click on Playoff to go to the playoff sheet. Here, the P/Off Score button at the top will generate a score for the playoff participants each time it is clicked. If a human player is involved you will be prompted to enter a score for that player when their turn comes. (Enter a score in the highlighted cell bottom right and click on the Submit Hole Score button)

When the playoff has been decided click on the Transfer Playoff Result button to return to the result sheet.

To calculate the Money and FedEx points click on the Money & FedEx Calc button. Finally, click on the Next Event button to return to the home sheet and the next event. A sheet is automatically created to archive the event.

That is the basic cycle that will bring you through each event of the PGA Tour season.

Other sheets:

FedEx Points Ranking – can be accessed through the home sheet. This sheet shows the FedEx and Money ranking. It displays 40 per page, and can be scrolled by Next and Prev buttons as per the Leaderboard.

(Qualification for FedEx Cup is top 120 for 1st playoff event, 100 for 2nd event, 70 for 3rd event, and 30 for Tour Championship)

If you click on a player’s name in this sheet you will be brought to that player’s results for the season so far.

Schedule – A list of the 2010 PGA Tour events for reference

Course Pars  -- This sheet contains all the information for the program to run each event. The main information you may want to alter is the Links2003 courses used for each event. To change to courses you prefer or have on your hard-drive, copy the hole pars from the Data sheet. This sheet lists some of the courses and their hole pars available in Links2003 for your convenience. You can add your own data to this sheet. Alphabetical listing is not a requirement.

Other information in Course Pars sheet such as cut number and participation rate, can be altered by you but it is better left alone. The only critical columns are A (event number) and AH (event type) which should never be altered.

**NB** The FedEx Points Ranking sheet contains a Reset button bottom right that allows you to wipe all progress and return to the start point of the program. If you avail of this option you will need to delete any archived event sheets (i.e. “SBS10” etc) before you proceed with the reset program.

*The program operates on name recognition, so if your name happens to be Tiger Woods or Prayad Marksaeng then use a pseudonym to avoid confusing your computer.

*Although this program allows you to live the life of a superstar golf professional, cocktail hostesses, porn stars and irate spouses are not included.
